A “possessive” is a pronoun that shows someone “owns” something. English possessives
include: my/mine, your/yours, his, her/hers, it/its, our/ours, and their/theirs.

The Danish possessives are the following:

Singular Plural
min, mit, mine  my/mine vores our/ours
din, dit, dine your/yours (informal) jeres your/yours (informal)
hans/hendes his, her/hers deres their/theirs
dets/dens its
Deres your/yours (formal) Deres your/yours (formal)

Some things to note:
2) There are 3 forms for your/yours
a) din/dit/dine are informal and singular
b) jeres is informal and plural
c) Deres is formal and singular or plural
